Part I — lab11axx.html 
1. Create a new HTML document named lab11axx.html where xx are your initials contain two div elements. All CSS must be in an external CSS file.

2. The first div element within this document must have an id and class name attributes with the values “navigation” and “navigation_class”.

3. The second div element must have an id=”pageContent” with one h3 and one p element.

4. The h3 should contain the text MENU .
5. The p should contain random text from lorem ipsum.

6. Create an anchor and a div element within (as child elements) the first div. The anchor should have an id while the div should have a class name which is unique.

7. Within the child div element created in step#6, create a link to your All_Index.html page, 

8. The anchor element created in step#6 must contain an id and an onclick event handler with a JavaScript call to close the navigation(see step#12). Use href=”javascript://” for this anchor and use the word “Close” as the click-able text visible on your link. Add CSS properties position:absolute; right:40pt; for this element.

9. Now wrap a span element around the text inside your h3 that contained the word MENU. Include an onclick event handler within the span with a JavaScript function call to open the navigation (see step#11). 

10. Now create a script element with two functions, one to open the navigation and the other to close the navigation since you will use these in steps#8 and #9.

11. For opening the navigation, your JavaScript should set the width of your div element with id=”navigation” to “100%”.

12. For closing the navigation, your JavaScript should set the width of your div element with id=”navigation” to “0%”

13. Now add CSS for each of the elements listed in steps# 14-16.

14. The div from step#6, containing a link to your All_Index.html page should be styled using the class name with the following CSS. position:relative; top:35%; width:100%; text-align:center;
15. Use a descendant selector (using class name to identify your div, but the HTML element name for the child) to style the anchor element which is inside (child element) the div styled earlier in step#13, and apply the following CSS. display:block; font-size:20pt; 
16. Now style the div element with the id=”navigation” using its class name and the following CSS. position:fixed; width:0; height:100%; z-index:1; overflow-x:hidden; background-color:your choice of color; 
17. When you finish and click on the MENU, you should see another screen overlay upon you existing page containing your paragraph filled with the random text from lorem ipsum.

1. Create a table that is structured, with input elements, exactly as shown in Figure A below. Do not compute anything as part of this lab.[image: image1.png]Score

Part III — Test case
1. Carefully test your code and make sure it is correct and working using the HTML and CSS validators available at http://validator.w3.org/ & http://jigsaw.w3.org/css-validator/
2. When you click on MENU you should see a page with a color of your choice cover your existing page with the text from lorem ipsum.

3. When you click on “Close” available on this page, you need to see this new page disappear from the screen to reveal your page containing lorem ipsum text.

1. Include a link to lab11axx.html and lab11bxx.html in All_Index.html file.
