More practice with CSS and JavaScript 
General information

Problem A: Due at the end of class ― Fun with CSS.
Create a new web page (lab5Axx.html) (Always replace xx with your first and last initial.) that uses an external CSS (css5Axx.css). 

Beginning JavaScript

Use the script element inside the head
· Write the code to make an alert box pop up with a short message that you make up.

· Then prompt the user for his name.

· Have another alert box pop up with the name that was entered followed by a message that you make up.  
· Using the elements that you know, include some text on your favorite topic, so you can use some CSS. Use at least 5 different styles using an external style sheet (use some interesting CSS from your text book).

· Include comments to say what pages in your textbook your CSS information came from.

· Use the transform property somewhere on the page.
If the file extensions are not visible in the folders make them visible now; you will need this for the rest of the semester.
· Configuring the folder view—so that the file extensions will be visible

· Go to the windows icon in the bottom left corner and select computer.

· Click the Organize tab at the top left of the folder window

· Select Folder and search options
· Click on the View tab 

· And  uncheck the Hide extensions for known file types box 
You will now be able to see the extensions of the files in the folder
The above web page is due at the end of class. Do not modify it after the lab time.

Problem B: JavaScript Event Handlers –Due the night before your next lab
Create a new web page (lab5Bxx.html) (Again, using your initials)
1. Create a simple web page that contains exactly four of each of the following elements h1, h2, h3, div, paragraph, em, and strong. Fill the elements using random text from Lorem Ipsum at http://www.lipsum.com/

2. Use an internal CSS to apply style to all of these elements; do something neat, it should be different from your neighbor’s styles.

3. Use the onmouseover event handler in the first h2 to change the style of that h2 and also change the style of the second paragraph. (The attribute value of the onmouseover event handler will contain two JavaScript statements. There can only be one onmouseover attribute in a tag.)

4. Use onmouseover to change two styles in the first div element. Use onmouseout to revert the styles back to what they were initially set as by the CSS.

5. When the first paragraph is clicked change two styles of the third paragraph.

6. When you mouse over a strong element have it increase in size and change the background color of that element to red.

7. When you click on the first h1 element have a prompt box open that asks for a color. Then turn the text color of that h1 to the color that was entered.

8. When you click on the second h1 element have a prompt box open that asks for a color. Then turn the background color of the page to the color that was entered.
9. Change some styles, atleast 3 different properties for the fourth h1 and fourth h2, including the background image of the elements, when you mouse out of the fourth h3.
After you have completed Lab 5, update your All_Index file as specified below.
Updating All_Index.html.

· Insert a link to Lab5Axx.html and Lab5Bxx.html at the bottom, below the link to lab4.

· Use a pseudo class to change the default color of your hyperlinks and also when visited. Your choice of colors may be used for this purpose.

· If you did not include an image of you at the top of your index page include it now. If that image is not there you will not receive a grade. This page is not on the web, only on your X drive.

· Bring printed copies of all three (Lab 5Axx.html, css5Axx.css, Lab5Bxx.html) files to your next lab to turn in.
