Image Rollovers and Functions 
General information

Your first rollover:
· Put your image on the page page.

· Use an onmouseover to change your image to the image of a bird using this.src when it is moused over
· Use onmouseout to change the image 

back to your image.

· Next insert an h3 that contains a short description of the picture of the bird.

· Insert an image of a bird below the h3.

· Write the code so that when you click on the h3 the bird changes into the picture of you and the content of the h3 changes to the name of the bird species.

Lab7bxx.html: More Rollovers (Due the night before your next lab.)
· Remember you can always use your previous html document as a template so that you will have the required elements in the head.

· Use a function to swap the positions of the images when the mouse is over either image. (Call the same function in the onmouseover event handler for both images. The function will load images in the appropriate positions.)

Swap the images back to their original positions when the mouse is moved off of the images (You can use the same function and pass different values with the parameters. This function will load both of the original images.)

 Another rollover:

· Load three images of dogs.

· When you move the mouse over the first dog, have the second image change to a penguin.

· When you move the mouse off of the first dog, have the second image change back to the original dog.

· When you move the mouse over the second dog, have the first image change to a camel.

· When you move the mouse off of the second image, have the first image change back to the original dog.

· When you move the mouse over the third image, have the first and second images change to images of you.

· When you move the mouse off of the third image have all three images change to  the picture of zebra.
