· Always test your code as you work.

Validating your code 
 
· Look at your textbook – HTML Syntax Validation (Pg 46) and  https://validator.w3.org/ 
· Select validate by direct input and using the keyboard shortcuts copy and paste your code (control a, control c, and then use control v in the validator window) into the validator and validate your code 
· Correct your errors and revalidate. You can always validate your code to remove the errors. 
· Look at your textbook – CSS syntax Validation (pg 132) and http://jigsaw.w3.org/css-validator/ and validate your CSS code. 

· Problem: 
· Write the code to create an HTML5 compliant document with CSS to create a web page with the following specifications. 
Assignment Specifications: 
· Create a web page about the relationship between social media and depression with the specifications given below. 
· Use at least three references 
· Use headings, paragraphs, images, lists, and phrase elements to create a nice looking webpage. 
· Include a comment with your name and section number and the date. 

· Cite your sources by including an ordered list in MLA format.
· Create another reference list (unordered) of links to the references
· Be certain to use your own words – do not plagiarize. 
· Your code and your paragraphs will not look like anyone else’s. 
Adding Style with CSS
Create an External style sheet, saved as lab2_xx.css (put the CSS code in another file with the .css extension) to implement CSS rules
 . 
· Use CSS to center the headings. 
· Use a background image (See Chapter 4) 
· Use CSS to double space the last paragraph (just the last) using a local style. 
· Use one class three times to apply style.
· Use two ids to apply style.
· Apply more styles to make the page readable and look as professional as you can within these specifications.  
Images
Inside your All_102Submissions folder create a new folder called All_Images_lab2 
· You will be saving all of your images for this assignment in this folder.  When setting the path in the src attribute of the img tag you will need to tell the browser to look for the All_Images_lab2  folder by specifying the path name. For example: 
All_Images_lab2/___________ where you fill the blank with the name and extension of the image you want to display. (See page 53, under Absolute Hyperlinks – it gives an example of a file that is in a different folder.)

· Center the images on the page using a div element and the associated CSS.

1. Open your All_Index_xx.html file in SciTE and insert a link to lab2xx.html in an ordered list at the bottom of the page.
�	Terminology: A style sheet consists of a list of rules.(Chapter 5) A CSS rule consists of one or more selectors and a declaration block. A selector consists of an element name, class, and/or id. A declaration block consists of a list of declarations in curly braces. A declaration consists of a property and value separated by a colon (:) and followed by a semi-colon (;).
