1. Create  Cyclic Rotationxx.html in the editor and save it in your All_102Submissions folder.

2. Use 4 images.

3. Save all your images in a folder called cyclic images in your All_Images folder within All_102Submissions.

4. Set all images to have a width of 350px and a height of 350px.

6. Arrange your images on your webpage as shown in the video. There are multiple ways to do this.

7. Use a single JavaScript function to rotate your images in a cyclic fashion as described in the video.
