· Research the topic and create an informative webpage. Be sure to include: 

1918 Influenza Pandemic:
· What was it? 

· How it started?

· How long it lasted?

· Deaths?

· What was done to control it?

· How did it change life at that time? 

· How did it change the world after it was over?

· How different was it from today’s pandemic?

· Health care and communications have changed dramatically since 1918, how has that changed pandemics?
· Can your actions today during this pandemic affect or keep others from dying? Why or why not?

· Could there be any long term affects for those who catch COVID-19 and survive, health issues, lung damage, or do we know?

· What can we do today to help prevent the spread of COVID-19?

· How do you think this pandemic will change the world in the future?

· How is this pandemic affecting your life, the lives of others you know?

· In your conclusions express your findings as well as your opinions but make it clear if it is opinion or fact.

· Your sources are to be cited in a list in a reference section at the bottom of this page. (MLA format can be used but is not required) 
Note:

· Again, do not copy from the web or from others. The text, like the code, must be your own. Do not copy from anyone.
Tips and hints
1. Plan for your project before you start writing code. Decide on the content of the page along with the images, links, etc. that will be used. 
2. Include appropriate comments (in the CSS and in the HTML) throughout your code to explain anything unusual, neat, or to point out things that were required in the specifications. 
3. Start now. The project is not something that can be finished on the last day. No projects will be accepted late.

4. All HTML code must be HTML5 compliant.

5. Test your page frequently in the browser; it is more difficult to debug after entering a lot of code.

6. If you do not know how to do something, refer to your notes, textbook and of course W3Schools. If you still cannot find the answer, ask. 

7. Download the images you want to use; do not use the URL's to load images from the internet. All images must be available on your X drive.
8. Always save backup copies of your work. Keep more than one copy in more than one place. Flash drives and hard drives can go bad and can be lost or stolen. It is more work than can be done in one night.
9. Use the validation tools to check your code before submission at https://validator.w3.org/. You can also use the Chrome developer tools and Brackets.
10. Your code and content will not look like anyone else’s. You are to type your own code and content for your project pages. Do not copy text from sources online; that would be is plagiarism.

11. Do not copy from the web. 

12. Use references wherever you think it necessary; the reference list is on the bottom of the current page. 
13. Do not use any code or text from someone else; using someone else’s work will lead you to the Academic Integrity Office. All work must be your own.
14. There are no late submissions. No projects will be accepted late.

15. Start early/ finish early.
