· Create an informative web site about something of interest to you and to your peers. 

· Use the Brackets editor.

· Choose a good topic.

· Think about and carefully plan your website.

· Use the things that you have learned. We will be doing a few more nice things that you may want to incorporate.
· You are welcome to include things that were not covered. Include comments telling what you are doing.

· Be imaginative and creative. This is your time to show what you can do.

· Make you page look as professional as you can.

· Use the same external CSS for all pages.

· Use an interesting navigation, similar to the overlay navigation that you did or use another interesting navigation method.

· Use a meaningful image map.

· Include sound.

· Include at least two JavaScript functions that you write.

·  Include at least one JavaScript that you get from a free JavaScript site.

· Include a slideshow written in JavaScript – You can use one similar to the one in the video.

· Create a quiz using pull down menus, radio buttons, or  check boxes.
· Incorporate a video
 (YouTube or  TED talk) Cite your sources using links.(MLA format is optional)
· All links to the web must open in another tab. 

· Include comments in the code.
· Test the code and links carefully.

· Keep backup copies of your work as you progress. (USB memory, hard disks, etc. can go bad.)Your X-drive is backed up and we can usually retrieve old versions. We could have problems with the xdrive now - so back-ups are important. The rule for back-up is: more than one copy in more than one place.

· Put your project in a folder called AAAProject on your x drive and name the first file A_StartProject.html.

· Don’t put anything in your page that you don’t want the world(just your classmates) to see.

· You will present your project to the class  by creating a YouTube video. Your video should be five  to eight  minutes long.

· You can decide how to create the YouTube video. There are many ways. You may need to do some research.

· Make your YouTube video unlisted and send me the link and we can share the links with the class.
